Chapter Review/Summary
The crowning of Charlemagne signaled the beginning of a new European civilization that emerged from the ruins of the western Roman empire.  This civilization was founded upon the fusion of the Roman legacy, the Germanic tribes, and the Christian church, and came of age during the period known as the Middle Ages.  The people overcame invasions from Muslims,  Magyars and Vikings, and survived the scourge of the Black Death.   Society fragmented, and power fell to those who held large tracts of land.  Slowly, kings emerged to forge European kingdoms that were the basis for modern European nations.  The power of the church also declined during this period.
